SNC view on Ruling on Unsanctioned ice

 At an open SNC committee meeting, held on the Tuesday the 13th of July 2004, there was considerable discussion about the CIHA resolution banning rep players from playing in unsanctioned events. Our committee members and all members present at the meeting, were in agreement that this resolution was unclear, and as it stands cannot prohibit our players from partaking in recreational activities due to the ambiguous wording of the resolution, the resolution was supported with false information (that this was current NZIHF protocol), and CIHA members were not consulted on what is effectively a major decision.

Our present understanding is that the CIHA resolution does not cover the following:

· Practices.

· Private ice hire

· Recreational skating or pond hockey.

 This is due to the wording of the sanction as introduced at the CIHA meeting on the 19th May 2004 that states: “The CIHA resolves that all rep players be prevented from playing non sanctioned ice hockey. Failure to comply will result in the player being precluded from competing in the championship event that they have been selected for. Sanctioned event is defined as one covered by the rules of IIHF, NZIHF, and CIHA”. 

 The SNC would like to propose a motion that the resolution be withdrawn until such a time that a clear and concise proposal can be tabled and discussed, with time to allow the representatives present at that meeting to seek input from their members.

Our representative players intend to continue partaking in all recreational activities until such time as they have been informed clearly and concisely in writing of their obligations as representative players.
