Presidents Report:

This year we had a total of 204 players. The Premier grade had 5 teams and once again a very high standard of hockey was played. Congratulations to the River Rats Premier Team on their winning 2nd Premier Grade Championship. The A Grade had 6 teams and a good standard of hockey was played. Congratulations to the Aardwolfs Thunder on winning their 2nd A Grade championship. The B Grade had 4 teams and although they had lots of new skaters they were still short on players partly due to some of our B Graders improving their skills and graduating to the A Grade. Congratulations to the Dragons on winning the B Grade Championship.

We had our prize giving in April which was very well attended and all our awards were presented. Congratulations to all the individual winners.

Our SNC Representative Team played at the Nationals in Christchurch in September. After more controversy over the Sanctioned Events document, the CIHA instructed us that we had to play without one of our key players. We ended up winning the silver medal. To Troy and all the team congratulations, well done and good luck when you travel to Auckland to regain the cup and gold medals in September. 

I wish to thank the 3 grade coordinators (Nick ,Anna and Dean ) for the amazing job they have done this year. The SNC has run extremely smoothly this year thanks to these 3 people. Thanks also to Glen for his work as Skills coordinator, to all the team reps who have attended the many meetings we have had and have not been shy to get in and work for the good of the SNC and to Anna for all her work as the Treasurer.

This year the SNC managed to secure $20,000.00 in funding towards the costs of the game fees. With the new anti smoking laws funding was extremely difficult to secure. The price of ice rose in February 2006 by $10 an hour and we should expect another rise in February 2007 as electricity costs continue to rise. Players and teams must be prepared to meet the full costs of game fees if the SNC is unable to secure funding in the future.

With the positions of A and B Grade coordinators receiving any nominations the team delegates will carry a greater work load in this coming season and teams must nominate people to these positions who have the time and willingness to see that these grades run smoothly .Team delegates also need to attend all SNC Meetings and actively take part so that your teams views are heard and the SNC runs as smoothly as possible. The work load with in the SNC is time consuming but many hands make light work so please do your bit for the SNC.

Numbers reduced slightly this year. The reasons for the reduction is not clear but with the Senior contact league expanding into 2 grades and giving a lot more of our players the chance to play contact this may have affected our numbers. With players in Canterbury now able to play hockey for 11 months of the year this may be causing some players to burn out and need a rest. We must look at retaining and increasing our numbers in the coming season if at all possible especially in the B grade.

I thank all of you who gave me the chance to be the SNC President during the past 12 months.

A Season:  A Season is approximately equal to 20 games in each grade before finals; this will vary slightly with the number of teams in each grade.
A season runs approximately from the 1st of October to the 31st of March.
Goaltender: A goaltender is a registered player

Article III: SNC MEMBERSHIP Section 1: REQUIREMENTS FOR MEMBERSHIP

In-Eligibility of Membership to the SNC

All players who are subject to a CIHA or NZIHF sanction or who have been expelled from the SNC are in-eligible to play SNC games or participate in SNC events. 

Eligibility for Membership of the SNC

Members, 


· Must be a minimum of 18 years of age. 

· Must turn a minimum of 17 years of age during the current SNC season.
· Must complete, sign, and submit an SNC Application for Membership. 

· Players under 18 must have a parent/guardian sign their SNC registration forms on their behalf

Section 4: ELECTIONS
The election of SNC President and Grade Coordinators will be held annually prior to the start of the Ice Hockey Season at the AGM.

Nominations shall be called for the positions one month before the AGM. 

Notification of the AGM and the call for nominations shall be to all Captains of all Teams that play in the SNC League by the Grade Coordinators.

Elections for SNC President and Grade Coordinators will be by secret ballot even if there is only one candidate. 

Written Proxy votes are allowed. 

A positive majority vote of SNC Members present at the AGM is required to be elected.

A quorum at the AGM of the SNC is a minimum of 30 people. 

A quorum at the AGM of the SNC is a minimum of 15% of our current financial members.

Section 9: New Teams

New Teams:
To encourage new teams to form and play in the SNC, a New Team may be made out of:

· Players on the Casual list

· New Players 

· Invitations can be extended to existing players in other teams to join the new team. A maximum of two players from each existing team in the grade may take up the offer of joining the new team. 

It is the player’s choice whether they decide to take up the invitation to join the new team or not.

 Team Uniform-New Teams must of secured funding or have access to a team uniform. The colour and strip needs to be submitted to the SNC Committee for approval prior to the SNC accepting the new team

A new team list should be submitted to the Grade Coordinator for the Grade that the team would like to play in, the Grade Coordinator takes this request to the SNC Committee.

The SNC Committee has the final say on accepting a new team; they should decide using the criteria of what is best for the SNC as a whole, and the Grade the Team will play in. 

Things they may take in to consideration are: 

· Available ice time.

· The timing in the season.

· The expected strength of the new Team.

When approved a New Team joins the Grade at the end of a round, The Grade Coordinator then reschedules the draw. New Teams start with zero points in the competition.

The SNC recommend that New Teams join an existing Club to gain the support of existing Club Structures. However, teams not joining a Club are also welcome.

Grooming Protocol

Immediately at the conclusion of the game teams are to shake hands and leave the ice by the gates on the team benches. These gates must be closed and remain closed until the next games warm up commences.

The Referees will remain on the ice and move the 2 goals to the side of the ice once the Zamboni driver has groomed the strip of ice down the score bench side of the rink. The referees then leave via  the score bench gate which is then closed.

No Players / on ice officials are allowed on the ice under any circumstances until the warm up for the next game commences.
