A timed Shuttle run in full gear between 2 cones one on the Red line, one on the Blue line, touch each cone twice, set times for each score

Access to the cones is shielded so that you can only stop to reach them.  (See diagram) 

The time the skater takes to complete the course will be taken and compared to a scale to give a grade between 0.0-1.0.

5 pucks are set on the centre of the blue line the player has 30 seconds to “pass the 5 pucks to each of the 5 cones for each cone hit the player scores 0.2. The cones must be hit in sequence, starting at one end. Cones hit out of sequence will not be counted.
