SNC Ice Hockey AGM Held 

On Sunday 30th May 2004

In the last 12 months we have seen the SNC go through some major changes .In July last year the members voted in favour of changing from playing in the winter to playing in the summer. This changed started in October when we started playing our first summer season. With the amount of work required to change our seasons we started in October with 2 grades while the committee worked on making the changes to 3 grades starting in January. In January we made the change a Premier Grade , for the top Non checking players and contact players who wish to be one of us for their off season , A Grade for our middle of the road non checking players and B grade where we encourage beginners to start playing and improving their skills.

We went from having 8 teams prior to Christmas to ending with 14 teams and 180 players at the end of March. The Premier grade has 4 teams and had a very high standard of hockey. Congratulations to the Rangers Premier Team on their winning our first Premier Championship. The A Grade has 6 teams and a good standard of hockey was played even though some teams were a bit short on numbers. Congratulations to the Rangers Fire on winning the A Grade championship. The B Grade started with 4 teams and lots of new skaters. This grade is working well as a place where adults can learn to play and improve their skills. This grade was also short on players and each team needs another 3 or 4 players to give them good team numbers. Congratulations to the Dragons on being the B Grade Champions.

The grading System has yet to  finalised and needs to be done over the winter so that all players can be given an official grade and can then work out how much further they have to go to be able to move into the next grade.

We had our prize giving in early  May and presented all our awards. Congratulations to all the individual winners.

We have had some teething problems with all the changes that were happening but thanks to the hard working Grade Co ordinators and team reps most things were soon sorted.

As we started working with our new constitution we realised that there was some fine tuning was required to make it a workable document. Thanks to the Sub Committee that took all the by laws passed by the committee during it’s term and added them to our constitution.

At this meeting we need to discuss whether it will be in the interests of the SNC to become incorporated. I feel for the little bit of extra work that is involved we have a lot to be gained from this move.

I wish to Thank Bud , Nick and Yvette for all the work they have put into running their grades ,Troy for his work as Skills co ordinator ,All the team reps who have attended the many meetings we have had and have not been shy to get in and work for the good of the SNC and to Anna for all her work as the Treasurer.Also thank-you to all of you who gave me the opportunity to be your President through this very exciting time in the SNC’s  journey. 

I wish the SNC all the best for it’s 2nd summer season and I am sure it will continue to grow and go from strength to strength.
