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3 Executive Summary
The New Zealand Ice Hockey Federation wishes to establish a senior men’s national league to begin in 2005. The league, which is part of the NZIHF’s strategic plan, would initially comprise of four teams – two based in Auckland, one in Christchurch and one in Queenstown. This will provide competition on 

a national scale for New Zealand’s elite players, and will provide a platform to encourage more young people into the game. It will also provide a pathway for the youth to improve their game and aspire to

compete at the highest level of skills and competition, as each of the teams will include in their roster at least two Under 18 and 3 Under 20 players. It will assist in growing the sport nationally, as this will be the showpiece for New Zealand ice hockey. The sport is already growing in presence and popularity, with a new rink being built in Dunedin, and others planned for Wellington and Hamilton. The initial competition has four rounds, and culminates in a final series between the top two teams. This format means that hockey supporters throughout the country have the opportunity to watch the best New Zealand players compete in their region, and will provide an opportunity to raise the profile of the sport and attract more youth into the game. Considerable effort is being made to involve communities in the concept, and to attract a level of community support not previously attained in ice hockey in New Zealand. The following proposal details the strategy and operational aspects of the concept. 
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4 Introduction
The New Zealand Ice Hockey Federation is planning to begin a senior men’s national league competition in 2005. This document details the background, concept and sponsorship opportunities for this exciting new initiative. 

Background
The first recorded game of ice hockey played in New Zealand was in 1937 when sheep farmers in Albury in the South Island began playing on frozen lakes during the winter. It has been played more or less continuously since then, and is now administered nationally by the New Zealand Ice Hockey 

Federation (NZIHF). The sport is played competitively from Invercargill to Northland, with three 

member associations – Southern (comprising of Otago & Southland), Canterbury and Auckland. Currently the Wellington City Council is undertaking a feasibility study on constructing an ice rink in the capital, which will provide the country with a fourth association. There are in excess of one thousand five hundred ice hockey players in New Zealand, ranging from 5-year-olds through to adults and seniors. The game is played competitively by both sexes, often playing in the same teams alongside each other. 
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5 New Zealand Ice Hockey Structure
The New Zealand Ice Hockey Federation (NZIHF) was formed in 1986 to administer ice hockey nationally. With the three provincial associations affiliated to the national body (and a fourth one being started), the playing numbers and supporters grows every year. To this end, more rinks are being 

built around the country, with a new facility recently completed in Gore, and another being constructed in Dunedin. New rinks are also in the planning stages in both Wellington and Hamilton, which means the sport will be accessible to many thousands more kiwis. The NZIHF is governed by a committee comprising of 12 members being 4 from each region. Each member manages a portfolio, ranging from

management functions (i.e. finance, marketing, etc) to directorship of an age group.

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6 Public Perception
Ice hockey is a sport that fits well with the culture and psyche of New Zealanders and their sporting aspirations. It is fast, skillful, confrontational and exciting. While kiwis have traditionally supported rugby, soccer, netball and cricket, increasingly over the last decade we have widened our sporting 

interests to become followers and supporters of sports such as rugby league, softball, basketball, tennis and a myriad of others. While many of our high profile sports enjoy significant support in this country, on a world stage many are relatively minor sports. Conversely, ice hockey is a major international 

sport, with millions of players worldwide, and supporters and followers numbering in the hundreds of millions. In addition to a world championship (so large that internationally there are 3 separate divisions), but is also a premier Olympic sport. As a nation we’ve proved we can compete on the world stage, in sports which has large followings across the globe – the All Whites at the Soccer World 

Cup, yachting, skiing, basketball and equestrian just to name a few. To place ourselves on the world stage in ice hockey we need to grow the playing numbers and raise the standard of play. We have some exceptional players in New Zealand, but to further their careers we need to provide more top-class 

competition for them. Therefore the imperative is to increase the playing strength which will increase the standard, skills and enjoyment of players and spectators alike. 
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7 The Concept
In order to raise the profile and standard of ice hockey in this country, and engage the sports fan in an exciting alternative sporting option, the NZIHF is planning to establish a men’s national league. Known as the New Zealand Ice Hockey League, it will comprise of four teams initially – one based at Avondale in Auckland (Auckland Admirals), one at Botany in Manukau (Northern Swarm), one in Christchurch (Canterbury Wizards) and one in Queenstown (Southern Stampede). Players would be drafted from the premier competitions into their local ‘franchise’ so the best players would be competing against the best. To foster the development of the youth in the sport, each team would include on its roster three under-19 players, so the younger players can build their skills and attain at the highest level. 

It is proposed that the league would begin in 2005, with the first round-robin series in June and completed with the finals in September. 
Competition Format
Each team will play the other three teams in the competition twice in a round robin format, culminating in a finals series. Each of the teams will host a round-robin series at their home rink, with two of the other teams traveling and the fourth team having a bye. This format has three key advantages; 

1. Each team has the opportunity to generate a ‘home-town’ fan base, and promote their home series to the sports population in the region.
2. The sports fans in each region have the opportunity to see the best players at their home rink on a more regular basis. 
3. Provide another avenue to foster traditional rivalries and build provincial pride. 

The games would be played over a weekend, and scheduled for a Friday night, Saturday night and Sunday afternoon. By scheduling at these times it means the teams can travel to the city where the venue is located on the Friday afternoon and return to their home base on the Sunday evening. The 

timing would be ideal to maximize the number of spectators, as sports fans seek live entertainment on a Friday and Saturday night, with the Sunday afternoon game allowing the fans to see the conclusion of that round-robin series without having a late night. So, in summary; 

• Four rounds in the round-robin 

• Home and away games 

• One team has a bye each round

2002 – 2005 
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1. SUMMARY 
Over the past sixteen years, the New Zealand Ice Hockey Federation ( NZIHF ) has grown steadily and has developed successful annual competitions in all of the grades. Advances have been made in the training of coaches and on-ice officials with our involvement in the IIHF Development Camps. We have successfully developed ice hockey for the younger age groups and also for women. A structure of administration and financial budgeting and control has been put into place which handles the many 

details involved in coordinating a growing organization. While there are many opportunities for further growth and development, the limited number of ice skating facilities continues to be a major constraint on the expansion of the sport. The problems of lack of sponsorship and limited media coverage are still hurdles that need to be overcome. The Federation has identified areas of importance for the development of the sport over the next four years, many of them involving improvement in aspects of administration and development that are in existence already. In addition, there are a number of new initiatives which have been recognized as being important for the long-term development of the sport. These areas and initiatives include:
coaching 

officiating 

international competition 

national league competition 

women’s and old-timers hockey 

administration and regional development 

membership

fair play 

relations with other ice sports groups 

sponsorship and funding 

high performance 

Funding of these and other aspects of the sport is a major limiting factor in the development of ice hockey in New Zealand. While increased membership, national and international competitions, and the increased media coverage which follows, all influence the possibility of sponsorship and funding, at the present time lack of funding on a national level means that more and more the cost of development is put on individual members and regional associations. 
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Our mission... 
To promote and organize the sport of Ice Hockey in New Zealand. 

Our goals...
To assist with the organization of national and international ice hockey competitions and exhibition matches. The facilitation of communication and co-operation between ice hockey organizations both within New Zealand and internationally. To have more people being more active more often in the sport of ice hockey. 
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3. STRUCTURE OF THE ORGANIZATION
At this time, ice hockey clubs are located in Auckland, Canterbury, Albury, Maniototo, Alexandra, Dunedin, Queenstown and Gore. For the purposes of  organization, the six Southern areas are part of “The Southern Ice Hockey League” which organizes their own competitions. Auckland and Canterbury make up the other regions. The clubs in the regions have players in senior, junior, midget and peewee 

age groups as well as women and old-timers. Beginner groups are also being developed in every region. Each region provides four delegates who make up the committee of the NZIHF. The twelve representatives then elect among themselves a President, Senior Vice President and Junior Vice President who make up the Executive. The members of the Committee are allocated various areas of responsibility:- Finance, Promotions, Old-Timers, Women’s, Referees, Coaching, Selection, Senior National Team, Junior National Team, Statistics, Drug Testing, Players, Sponsorship and Administration. There is also a Management Committee that oversees the day to day running of the 

NZIHF. see appendix # 1 Because of cost restrictions, meetings of the Executive and Committee are limited. The Executive meet on their own at least once a year, usually at the National Championships. It is also at these events that the Committee has a chance to get together. The Annual General Meeting is held each year in February and is the only official meeting of the NZIHF. Management Committee meetings are generally tele-conference calls, this is the most cost effective way to meet. 
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4. MEMBERSHIP. 
The membership of the NZIHF has continued to grow since its inception in 1986 with an initial membership of 195. At present there are nearly 1300 members in the NZIHF, and membership is expected to grow because of two reasons. First, the increased exposure of the sport on Sky television, and second, the development of  new facilities in Wellington and Dunedin. Both males and females play the sport, although females are still a minority. Ages range from 5 through 50, with the biggest membership now being in the under 16 age group. Inline hockey comes under the NZIHF umbrella because we are the link to International Inline Hockey via the International Ice Hockey Federation ( IIHF ). The NZIHA pays an affiliation fee to the NZIHF. The membership of the NZIHA is 

expected to grow very quickly and there will also be some cross over in membership between the two sports. 
5. ACTIVITIES. 
Each Regional Association has it’s own program of competition and training, without this development at the grass-roots level, progress would not happen. These Regional programs are not included in this report. The NZIHF organizes a full calendar of annual events - training camps, national tournaments and international competitions. see appendix # 2. Special events, such as hosting overseas teams, are also organized by the NZIHF. In  2002 we had the Canadian Moose back for their 13th anniversary visit. They were involved in games with our National Team, the “Ice Blacks”, in Auckland, Christchurch and Queenstown. The Canadian Moose are returning in 2003. In 2002 the NZIHF hosted it’s first IIHF event, the Asian Oceania Junior U18 Championships 
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in Auckland. In April 2003 the IIHF Senior World Championships Division 3 are to be held also in Auckland. In December 2001 we held the inaugural Trans Tasman Women’s Series involving the Australian Women’s National Team playing in Christchurch against the New Zealand Women’s Team. This Series was continued when our Women travelled to Australia in July of this year. The NZIHF also organizes, under the umbrella of the Coaching and Referee Portfolios, training clinics to improve both of these areas. In 2002 we have had the annual Summer School with 65 participants in the under 16 age group. Queens Birthday weekend 2002 we held the 2nd annual Peewee Development Camp which we 

see as an important stepping stone in the development of our young elite players. Introductory Level and Level 1 IIHF Coaching Clinics have been held in each Region over the last 2 years and these are helping to raise the standard of coaching. 2003 will see the introduction of the IIHF Learn to Play Program which will eventually see all of our beginners being taught the correct techniques from day 1. The NZIHF Refereeing coordinator has run IIHF Level 1 & 2 Clinics for referees and off-ice officials in each Region and the numbers of qualified referees is increasing. The involvement with the International Ice Hockey Federation in 2002 has seen our Junior Team playing at home in Auckland at the Asian/ Oceania Under 18 Tournament where they won Bronze,. The Seniors played in Mexico, at the World 

Championships Division 2 Qualification Round. Three of our referees were involved in those tournaments. Our President travels to the IIHF Annual and Semi-Annual Congress’s each year and in May was in Sweden and September in Italy. In July the IIHF held a Development Camp in Japan where our Coaching and Refereeing  Coordinators, plus 4 players, a coach and a referee attended. The results from these international tournaments are in appendix # 3.
Over the last seven years our Midget National Team has been involved in annual tournaments in Australia and that happened again in September 2002. This also gives them the opportunity to play against the Australian National Team in that age group. In March 2003 two of the Regions will be sending teams to the Friendship Games for under 14 year old players. This event will be held in St Paul, Minnesota, USA and is a valuable development project for this age group. Ice hockey in New Zealand is well established in the Regions, and is very active and growing. The quality of New Zealand teams is rapidly approaching a competitive state internationally. The NZIHF has put in place a series of national events and training programs to raise the level of play and the quality of coaching and management. 
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6. DEVELOPMENT 
The following areas have been identified as areas for development over the next four years:- 

1 Coaching 
o The NZIHF intends to increase the number of qualified active coaches by running Introductory and IIHF Level 1 & 2 coaching courses. 

o The IIHF Learn to Play Program to be introduced & implemented in each Region. 

o The retention of coaches is an important aim of the NZIHF. 
o The NZIHF is aware that better coaching, equals, improved playing. 
o It is the intention to form a National Coaching Committee. 
2 Officiating 
o The NZIHF will continue to hold IIHF Level 1 & 2 referee clinics. 
o It is the aim of the NZIHF to increase the number of qualified referees. 
3 International competition
o The NZIHF will continue to compete internationally. 
o The NZIHF will continue to compete at IIHF events at Senior and Junior levels. 

o The National Women’s Team will become involved in IIHF Championships. 
o The NZIHF will continue to promote Trans -Tasman competition. 
o The NZIHF will continue to encourage participation in the Friendship Games. 
4 National League 
o The NZIHF recognizes the importance of a National Senior League and will continue to actively investigate the logistics of this. 

5 Women’s and Old-Timers Competitions 
o The NZIHF will continue to promote Women’s ice hockey competitions. 
o The NZIHF will continue to promote Old-Timers ice hockey competitions. 
6 Administration and Regional Development 
o The NZIHF will continue to improve it’s administration through a process of review, and regular reports from each portfolio. 

o Regular meetings by the NZIHF Management Committee. 
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o The NZIHF aims to improve communications with the Regions. 
o The NZIHF will actively encourage developers to build new ice rinks to expose the sport to a bigger population base. 

7 Membership
o The NZIHF aims to increase membership by providing more opportunities for members to play in appropriate competitions. 

o The NZIHF will increase the profile of ice hockey by increasing media awareness, and therefore, public awareness. 

8 Fair Play 
o The NZIHF will actively promote the concept of Fair Play and Respect at all levels. 

9 Relations with other Ice Sports 
o The NZIHF will actively pursue closer relations with other ice sports in New Zealand. 

10 Sponsorship and Funding 
o The NZIHF will continue to actively pursue a national sponsor, aiming to provide outside funding for events. 

o The NZIHF will continue it’s association with SPARC and the NZ Olympic Committee. 

11 High Performance 
o The NZIHF will investigate the possibility of establishing a High Performance Program for elite players.

7. CONCLUSION. 
Ice Hockey in New Zealand now has a very well established base which it can develop from over the next four years. The identified development areas should see an increase in membership, an increase in skill level and ability of New Zealand players and teams, and a higher public awareness and profile of the sport of ice hockey both in the media and to the general public.
