240. Uniforms

All players from each team shall be dressed uniformly in sweaters, pants, stockings, and helmet ( except for the goaltender who is permitted to wear a helmet of a different colour to the rest of the team)

· The basic colour shall cover approximately 80 percent of each part of the equipment, excluding names and numbers

· Sweaters, including the sleeves and stockings shall be of the same colour

· Sweaters shall be worn outside the pants

· Each player shall wear an individual number 25 to 30 cm high on the back of the sweater and 10 cm high on both sleeves. Numbers are limited to the numbers 1 to 99.

At the recent meeting of the referees assn it was decided to strictly enforce the Uniforms rule. With teams playing skaters in different colours more frequently it makes it difficult to distinguish players. 

We understand the difficulty in getting enough sweaters and stockings and helmets to match, therefore we intend to enforce only the sweaters section for all leagues except the premier grade. For this grade we expect the same colour stockings as well. This rule applies in particular to goalies as well as they for some reason believe the soccer rules apply allowing them to wear any colour at all. 

How will this be dealt with? The player or goalie with the illegal equipment will not be permitted to participate in the game until he or she dress’s in the teams colours. No longer will a close match or the goalie wearing something completely different be acceptable. Particular attention to numbers will be given.

This rule will be enforced from July 1st 2006.
